The book was finished in less than a couple of hours

though, it's not one of those thick workbooks that's going to last a season.

I liked this book, but did not love it for my five-year-old kindergartner. The math was a bit too easy,

but it is always good to review and reinforce the basic math numbers 0-10.

I think the beginnings were very easy (too easy). Instructions on some pages are wrong. Ex: Page

39 - It should be "one more" number than that one shown on the bat. Instead the books says to put

"one less" numbers.

I'm honestly quite surprised at all the 5 star reviews. I think both the title "Beginning Math" and the

grade level of K are very misleading. There is hardly any math in this book. I guess they consider

counting to 10 to be math, but I sure don't. That is counting. Additionally, if your kindergartner

cannot yet count to ten, that is a problem in and of itself. I purchased this for my brand new 4 year

old who is TWO years away from kindergarten and most of it is way too easy for him.
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
